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HIGHLIGHTS OF AMAZON VOYAGE: VICIOUS FISHES AND OTHER RICHES, JUNE 2-DECEMBER 31, 2007 

PHILADELPHIA —Amazon Voyage: Vicious Fishes and Other Riches is about the surprising relationships between the Amazon River’s flooded forest, its aquatic fauna and the people who live and study there. Here are some activities visitors can enjoy doing:
Stick your head in the glass bubble of a “tetra tank” and get an underwater view of live tropical Amazonian fish, otherwise known as the ornamental fish in your home tank.

Watch live stingrays play hide and seek with you as they blend in with the sandy bottom of their aquarium tank, just as they do while prowling shallow waters near river beaches.

Reach inside the open belly of a replica of a piraiba, the largest of all Amazonian catfish, and pull out its last dinner: chicken feet, palm fruit, fish bones and other goodies.

Do what scientists do: reach into a pile of rotting leaves and see if you can find a “muck fish” hiding within.

Zap yourself by touching a current-producing device and find out how shocking a tiny eel’s zap really is.

Work carefully with friends or family to capture a very long anaconda, a life-size soft, sculpted snake, and watch a video of how those brave scientists do it.

Don a dolphin hat and other costume props and “get down” to the beat of Brazilian music while following the lead of Alberta, the fish-dressed dancer in the festival video.

Amazon Voyage is free with museum admission. The exhibition was produced by the Miami Museum of Science and Planetarium and was made possible with support from the National Science Foundation.
